on January 4th went well and many factors were discussed. The council discussed the 

need for the main to be looped, a maintenance agreement, and who would pay the 

utility bills. It had been brought up that the company had not discussed this issue with 

the Township officials. 04-17 Griswold moved, Spearing 2nd, to move forward in 

researching this, allowing Denney to inform the  group that the Village would 

like the loop in the line, provided funds are still available, motion carried. 05-17 

Spearing moved, Kinkade 2nd, to allow the group to collect water samples at 

their expense, and for them to forward us a copy of the results, motion carried.
