1) Call to Order: at 7:00 P.M. 

2) Roll Call: Tina Sauve X, Christa Domeier X, John Clark X, Attorney X, Larry Morris X, Joe

3) Pledge of Allegiance 

4) Approval of Agenda: 57-17 Lassen moved, Morris 2nd, to approve the agenda, motion carried.  

58-17 Spearing moved, S. Clark 2nd, to close out of regular session and go into ZBA, motion 

carried.  

ZBA 

1) Sweeney Setback Variance: Sauve explained that Sweeney is requesting a side yard setback 

variance of 5 feet on one side, for a total side yard setback of 25 feet instead of 30 feet. Clark asked for 

public comments or questions. 59-17 Morris moved, Spearing 2nd, to grant to variance due to the 

narrowness of the property. Roll call vote: Clark, aye; Morris, aye; Lassen, aye; Griswold, aye; S. 

Clark, abstained due to being a neighbor; Spearing, aye; and Kinkade, aye; Motion carried.  

60-17 Lassen moved, Spearing 2nd, to close out of ZBA and go back into regular session, motion 

carried. 

5) Police Report: Chief Mallet went over the monthly report.  

6) County Commissioner: Not present 

7) Approval of Consent Agenda: 61-17 Spearing moved, Griswold 2nd, to approve the consent 

agenda, motion carried.  

8) Planning Commission: 

 a) New Member: 62-17 Spearing moved, Griswold 2nd, to appoint Rich Bearrs to the planning 

commission, motion carried.
