It was explained that the opt out ordinance
does not change the new recreational law, this just prohibits dispensaries and that we could opt in at
any time. 03-19 S. Clark moved, Spearing 2"%, to approve the opt out ordinance, motion
carried. 04-19 S. Clark moved, Spearing 2", to amend the medical marihuana ordinance as
presented, motion carried.

¢) Metamora Community Park: There was discussion on the DNR grant with the 25% match and
that it would include a pavilion, parking lot and walking path.

New Business

a) Opening of Sealed Bids: Sauve opened and read the bids for the mule. The highest big was to
Dave Taylor for $930.00. Sauve will let him know.

b) Natural Way Agreement: Sauve went over the agreement for fertilizing the park, with the
addition of mosquito control.
